KARABAR CRICKETERS WIN LOCAL 
DERBY 

Karabar High School’s Davidson Shield Cricket 
Team began its 2010 campaign last week with a 
solid win over Queanbeyan High School. The side 
has maintained a good record in recent years, but 
with the loss of some senior players due to Year 12 
students being ineligible, this year’s squad is a mix 
of experienced hands and new blood. 

The day began well when new captain Toby Yeates 
called correctly and elected to bat on a very even 
Town Park wicket. After a brief delay due to a wet 
outfield, Karabar’s innings got away to a good start 
despite the loss of 2 wickets in the first 10 overs. An 
outstanding partnership between Yeates (38 from 41 
balls) and Matt Cutler (51 from 71 balls) had the team 
well placed at the halfway mark of the innings – 3/91. 

However, the innings hit a bit of roadblock when 
several wickets fell in quick succession after drinks, 
including the top scorer Cutler. Some intelligent 
batting from Mark Solway (26 from 52 deliveries), 
who used the late-cut to great effect, and Chris 
Denniss (6 from 25) helped steer Karabar to a 
modest yet defendable total of 9/161 from 40 overs. 

After the innings break, the Karabar opening 
combination of Tom Cutler (2-8 from 6 overs) and 
Steven Osarek (1-15 from 4) made scoring very 
difficult for the Queanbeyan batsmen. The pressure 
of this led to a 3rd over run-out by Stephen Camp. 
After two more wickets courtesy of Osarek and 
Yeates (1-7 from 2), Queanbeyan began to slowly 
claw their way back into the contest, largely through 
some wonderful strokeplay from their number three. 
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The Karabar 11 maintained their composure, however, 
and after a very controlled opening to his second spell, 
Mark Solway finally drew the false stroke from 
Queanbeyan’s first drop, caught and bowled for 34. 
The Queanbeyan middle order did not give in easily 
though, and heading into the final 10 overs, they 
required a-run-a-ball to win the game. Once again, 
Solway (4-27 from 8.2 overs) found the breakthrough 
and, with excellent support from Tom Cutler 
proceeded to roll through the Queanbeyan tail – the 
last 5 wickets only costing 2 runs. 

Karabar came away with a strong 44-run win. The 
victory aside, it was terrific to see the game played 
in a friendly competitive spirit by both sides; and it 
was equally pleasing to see every member of the 
Karabar squad contribute with either bat, ball or in 
the field. Stephen Camp added to his early run-out 
with a key wicket just before the drinks break; 
Michael Elliot, Nick Darman, Chris Denniss, 
Adrian Gulliford and Matt Cutler all bowled with 
control, and Cutler (that’s Matt) added to his batting 
performance by taking two excellent catches. Kurtis 
Cooper and John Headon, both representing 
Karabar for the first time, showed excellent skills in 
the field. Overall it was a very pleasing effort. 

Round 2 will see Karabar either hosting Crookwell 
or travelling to Yass. A busy few weeks lay ahead 
for some of the boys, who are also playing in the 
Hassett Cup second round and the ACTSSSA 
Twenty20 Carnival.
