WORLD MATHS DAY -3 MARCH 2010

Students in many of our Mathematics classes will be
taking part in the World Maths Day Challenge in
two weeks time.

The Challenge involves students from all over the
world playing against each other in real-time battles
of mental arithmetic using the internet. Students
have 60 seconds to answer as many mental
arithmetic questions as possible and can play up to
500 games once the competition commences. There
are prizes to be won!

Students will compete in 3 divisions according to
age (5to 8,9 to 13, 14 to 18). The range and type of
questions are different for each division and
students will be automatically matched against other
students of a similar age and ability.

The World Maths Day challenge runs for as long as
it is Wednesday 3 March anywhere in the world.
That means that the ‘day’ runs for 48 hours — from
10pm on Tuesday 2 March until 10pm on Thursday
4 March. Some students will be completing the
challenge during their regular mathematics lessons
on these days but all students can participate from
home if they have internet access.

World Maths Day is all about participation. This is a
truly international event with students participating
from all across the world. Parents and other adults
can also take part.

TAX FILE NUMBERS
Tax file numbers (TFNs) - what are they?

Tax file numbers are issued by the Tax Office.
Everyone has a different tax file number. Your TEN
is yours for life, even if you change jobs, move
interstate or change your name. If you leave the
country and later come back to Australia, you still
use the same tax file number.

Your tax file number is valuable. Do not share it
with friends and do not provide it over the
internet when applying for jobs.

Why do you need a TFN?

A tax file number is not compulsory. However,
without a TFN:

e vyour employer must take 48.5% of your
wages in tax

e financial institutions are required to tax
your interest at 48.5%

e Centrelink will generally not pay you an
allowance — such as Youth Allowance

e you will not be able to defer your higher

education  contribution  (HECS) or
postgraduate  education loan (PELS)
amounts

e you cannot get an Australian business
number (ABN)

® you cannot join a superannuation fund or
find lost superannuation money

® Wwe cannot process your tax return

e it is more difficult for us to look up your
records and discuss them with you.

Secondary schools TFN program

The secondary schools tax file number program
provides students with the opportunity to apply for a
tax file number through their school. The
advantages for students are:

e vyou only need to provide details of your
birth certificate or passport (if not born in
Australia).

e the application form is easier and quicker to
fill in than the standard application form.

e The school submits your form to the Tax
Office for you, and your tax file number is
posted out to you, at the home address you
give on the application, 4 to 6 weeks after
the ATO receives it.

If you would like your son/daughter to apply for a
Tax File Number through Karabar they can see
Ms Kelly, the Careers Adviser in the Library.
