Karabar Distance Education Centre is excited about 
their involvement in the newly established 
Queanbeyan South East Industry Training College. 
This college offers exciting new options for 
students. Students currently enrolled at the college 
are all involved in School Based Apprenticeships or 
Traineeships while studying for their Higher School 
Certificate. The pattern of study for the Year 11 
students is:   

 

In Year 12 the HSC Course work is confined to two 
days per week and the Wednesday becomes a 
second day of paid work. All HSC Course work is 
delivered by Karabar High School staff. 

Traineeships and apprenticeships are available in a wide 
range industries. These include work in areas such as 
Business Administration, Primary Industries, 
Construction, Automotive, Electrotechnology, 
Plumping, Panel Beating and Retail.  There are many 
others which you can explore on the website at: 
http://www.sbatinnsw.info. The key component of this 
program is having employers who are willing to employ 
students one day a week as a Trainee or School Based 
Apprentice. There are substantial government financial 

incentives for employers who would be like to be a part 
of this excellent program for assisting young people to 
transition from school to work.  

Any Year 11 student who has an interest in being 
part of the program should complete the Expression 
of Interest Form and return this to Mrs Kelly – 
Careers Adviser based in the Karabar High School 
Library.

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AUSTRALIAN MATHEMATICS AND 
INFORMATICS COMPETITONS 

Students are invited to participate in the Australian 
Mathematics Competition and the Australian 
Informatics Competition.  

The Australian Mathematics Competition (5 
August 2010) is designed to be a fun event and 
aims to give students an opportunity to discover 
their talent in mathematics. It contains 15 multiple-
choice problems and 5 questions requiring a number 
answer. The questions are very easy at the start of 
the paper and become progressively more difficult 
until the end when they are challenging for the most 
gifted student. The competition lasts for 75 minutes. 

It is expected that all students in the selective and 
extension classes in Years 7, 8, 9 and 10 will 
participate in this competition as part of being in 
these classes. Students in other classes are also 
welcome to take part, as this competition is good 
practice for external exams in Year 10 and 12. 

The Australian Informatics Competition (6 May 
2010) is a one-hour problem solving competition 
using mathematical skills. The competition seeks to 
identify computer programming potential and a 
participant’s result in the competition often enables 
a talent to be discovered. No computer 
programming experience is necessary. The format 
of the paper includes multiple choice and short 
answer problems. Some questions test the ability to 
accurately perform procedures while others require 
logical thought. The more challenging problems 
require the identification and application of 
mathematical algorithms. This competition is 
optional for all students.  

Students can download practice questions for both 
competitions from www.amt.edu.au. 

The entry fee is $4.50 for each competition and 
entries close soon. Interested students should see 
their Maths teacher or come to the Maths Faculty 
for more information or to pick up a permission 
note.
