ICAS COMPUTER SKILLS COMPETITION 

This year’s ICAS Computer Skills Competition will 
be held on Tuesday 25 May 2010.  

The competition is open to students in years 7 – 10 
and aims to give students an opportunity to discover 
their talent in computer skills. ICAS (International 
Competitions and Assessment for Schools) is the 
largest independent assessment program for schools 
in Australia. It is an international competition with 
students from Brunei, Hong Kong, India, Malaysia, 
New Zealand, Singapore, South Africa, the Pacific 
region and the USA also sitting the test.  

The test will be multiple choice and covers a broad 
range of computing skills The competition will be 
held at the school and takes 30 - 40 minutes 
depending on the year group.  

As an entrant to the competition, all students will 
receive a personal report about how they went. 
Results are also passed on to the school, and we use 
them to differentiate our courses to the students 
learning needs. 

All participants will also receive a certificate with 
their name and school details.   

It is anticipated that all students in the selective and 
extension classes in Years 7, 8, 9 and 10 will 
participate in this competition as part of being in 
these classes. Students in other classes are also 
welcome to take part, as this competition is good 
practice for external exams in Year 10.
