LEAVE PASSES-2010

All  students enrolled in NSW government
secondary schools must be issued with a common
leave pass if they wish to leave school during
normal school hours.

Students are reminded that police and HSLO’s may
direct them to return to school if they do not have a
valid leave pass.

To apply for a leave pass a student must have a
signed and dated note from their parent outlining the
reason for the pass. Parents should note that under
the Education Act avalid reason must be presented.
Without sufficient detail a leave pass might be
refused.

The reason must be accepted by the principal.
Examples of reasons that may be considered include

- Misadventure or unforeseen event —with details.

- Participation in specia events not related to the
schaooal.

- Domestic necessity such as serious illness of an
immediate family member.

- Attendance at funerds.

- Recognised religious festivals or ceremonia
occasions.

- Medical or paramedical appointment.

The student should present the note to a Deputy
Principal or their delegate before school (before
8:45am) for verification. Once the reason is
verified then the student will present their note to
the front office before school, recess or lunchtime
for their leave pass.

Students should not turn up when they need to leave
expecting a pass to be issued.

This pass must be kept on the student’s person
while not at school. It must be presented if required
to the police, HSLO or members of the school staff.

TAX Matters
Obtaining a Tax File Number (TFN)

School students can easily obtain a TFN through
their school by completing a simple form which
records a student’'s personal details, including
information re their Birth Certificate or passport.
Students simply see Ms Kdlly, the Careers Adviser,
in the Library to get aform and then return it to her
completed. She will then verify the information,
post it away and in 4 — 6 weeks the student’s TFN
will be sent to him/her.

Lodging your 2009-10 tax return

The quickest and easiest way to lodge is online
using e-tax — the ATO'’s free tax preparation and
lodgment service. E-tax is available to download
free of charge from the ATO website at
www.ato.gov.au.

As well as built-in checks, calculators and guides,
you can aso download information from third
parties directly into your tax return, including
payment summaries, government payments such as
pensions and alowances, bank interest and private
health insurance details. Government and third party
information to pre-fill your return is available
progressively from 1 July, with most available by
mid-August. You can subscribe to an aert service
within e-tax which will let you know when your
personal information becomes available.

Other waysto lodge:
Lodging with TaxPack

People can dtill lodge via a paper form using
TaxPack 2010 and copies are available from most
newsagents, ATO shop fronts, and the ATO website
www.ato.gov.au from 1 July.

Lodging over the phone

If you have simple tax affairs you may be digible to
lodge your return over the phone. Simply complete
the Short tax return 2010 and then lodge it by
calling 13 28 65.

Lodging through a tax agent

If you are using a tax agent for the first time or
using a different one from last year you will need to
contact them by 31 October 2010.

Visit www.tpb.gov.au of call the Tax Practitioners
Board on 1300 362 829 to check your agent is
registered.

Help and assistance

Tax Help is a free community service available
from July to October each year to assist low income




earners including seniors, students, people from
non-English speaking backgrounds and Indigenous
Australians. Call 13 28 61 to seeif you are eligible
to use this service or to make an appointment at
your nearest Tax Help centre.

If people have questions or need assistance they
should visit the ATO website www.ato.gov.au or
phone the ATO on 13 28 61 between 8.00am and
6.00pm weekdays.

The ATO can provide you a more personalised
service if you provide your tax file number when
you call.
